REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 3, 2009
The City Council of the City of Forest City, Iowa, met in regular session on August 3, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall, Forest City, Iowa. 

Mayor George Wilson called the meeting to order.  Councilmembers present at roll call were:  Sorensen, West, Clouse, Holland, Murphy.  Absent:  Skjeie.
Moved by Murphy, seconded by Clouse, approving the minutes as written for the meeting of July 20, 2009.  Motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Holland, seconded by Sorensen, approving payment of the following invoices.  A list of the invoices will follow the minutes of the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

The City Council asked that City Attorney Bakke draft a letter to Henkel Construction Company, requesting that the maintenance bond take care of the Henkel Construction bill that was not approved for payment.

Moved by Clouse, seconded by West, to approve the appointment of Richard Honsey to the Council-at-Large position on the City Council to fulfill the remaining term of Jack Caputo, who has resigned.  Motion carried unanimously.
Councilmembers Murphy and West updated the Council regarding outdoor warning sirens for the City of Forest City.  After discussion, the Council took the following action:

Moved by Murphy, seconded by West, to continue to pursue a new outdoor warning siren system for the City of Forest City.  Motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Sorensen, seconded by Honsey, approving the use of the Electric Distribution basket truck to film Forest City High School football games.  Motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Holland, seconded by Clouse, approving Pay Estimate No. 3 to Midwest Roofing Company in the amount of $5,658.11 for work completed on the Library and Wastewater Treatment Facility Roofing Projects.  Motion carried unanimously.

City Attorney Bakke asked the Council to pass a Resolution to approve Pay Estimate No. 4 to Midwest Roofing Company and to close out the Library and Wastewater Treatment Facility Roofing Projects.  After discussion, the Council took the following action:

Councilmember Sorensen introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Holland seconded the motion to adopt.  The roll was called and the vote was AYES:  Sorensen, West, Clouse, Holland, Honsey, Murphy.    NAYS:  None.  ABSENT:  Skjeie.  Whereupon the Mayor declared the Resolution duly adopted as follows: 

Resolution No. 09-10-06, a Resolution found in Resolution Book 09-10.  a resolution accepting and finalizing the 2009 wastewater treatment facility and library roof repair projects, in and for the city of forest city, iowa.   

Moved by Holland, seconded by Clouse, approving the ARC Flash Assessment as required by OSHA effective January 1st, for the Electric Light Plant and Line Distribution, in the not-to-exceed amount of $34,500 to be billed hourly with DGR Associates, Rock Rapids, Iowa.  Motion carried unanimously.
Police Chief Dan Davis led the discussion regarding establishing a speed limit on Sage Drive.  Davis will talk to Hancock County and report back at the next meeting as to the progress being made.  No action taken on this report.

Moved by Murphy, seconded by Holland, approving Pay Estimate No. 3 to R & R Construction Company in the amount of $155,619.22 for work completed on the 2009 Water and Sewer Utility Improvement Project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Moved by Clouse, seconded by West, approving the renewal of a beer and wine permit for Forest City Foods.  Motion carried unanimously.

Beth Bilyeu updated the Council on activities of Forest City Economic Development.  No action was taken on this report.

Kathy Rollefson updated the Council regarding activities of the Forest City Chamber of Commerce.  No action was taken on this report.

Moved by Sorensen, seconded by Honsey, approving the appointment of Tim Abrams to the Airport Commission, to replace John Hugelen who has resigned.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Mayor and Council discussed the City of Forest City’s new website.  Discussion focused on the contents of the website.  No action was taken on this issue.
